PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT
related to Financial Consulting

THIS PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is entered into by
and between the RIVER PINES PUD, a Public Utility District (“District”), and Accounting
Bookkeeping & Consulting Services (ABC Services), a Sole Proprieter (“Consultant”). District
and Consultant may herein be referred to individually as a “Party” and collectively as the
“Parties.” There are no other parties to this Agreement.

RECITALS
A. District requires consultant services for Financial Consulting.
B. Consultant has submitted to the District a scope of proposed consultant services,

as further described in Exhibit A attached hereto (“Services”).

C. Consultant will perform the Services according to the rate schedule described in
Exhibit A (“Rates”).

D. Consultant represents that it is qualified, willing, and able to provide the Services
to District.

E. District and Consultant desire to enter into this Agreement to provide the terms
for Consultant’s performance of the Services.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises and covenants set forth below,
the Parties agree as follows:

AGREEMENT

1. Consulting Services. Consultant agrees to perform the Services described in
Exhibit A attached hereto. Any request for performance of services in addition to the Services
described in Exhibit A will not be compensated unless the Parties agree in writing. Consultant
shall not commence performance of individual projects or task orders unless authorized by
District in writing.

2. Compensation. District will pay Consultant according to the Rates set forth in
Exhibit A. Consultant will maintain a log of time spent on performing the Services. On a
monthly basis, Consultant will provide an invoice to District, in reasonable and understandable
detail, with a description of the Services rendered and in accordance with the Rates. If the work
is satisfactorily completed, District will pay such invoice within thirty (30) days of receipt of the
invoice. District is only obligated to pay Consultant for the Services authorized by District.
Consultant shall not perform overtime or double-time work, nor will Consultant receive pay at
the overtime or double-time rates, without prior written authorization from District. If District
disputes any portion of any invoice, District will pay the undisputed portion within the time
stated above, and at the same time inform Consultant in writing of the disputed portion. In no




event will the Services exceed the Rates provided in Exhibit A, unless agreed to by District and
Consultant through an amendment to this Agreement.

3. Term. This Agreement will become effective once executed by the Parties and
will continue in effect until the Services provided herein have been completed (“Term”).

4, Termination. District may terminate this Agreement without cause or reason at
any time, by notifying Consultant in writing of District’s desire to terminate this Agreement
(“Termination Notice”). Upon receipt of a Termination Notice, Consultant shall immediately
cease performing the Services. Consultant will be entitled to compensation for Services actually
performed up until the date that Consultant receives the Termination Notice. Upon receipt of the
Termination Notice, all documents and materials prepared on behalf of District relating to the
Services will be delivered to District as soon as possible, but no later than fourteen (14) days
after receipt of the Termination Notice. District may also terminate this Agreement for cause
based on Consultant’s malfeasance, or the loss or suspension of any licenses, permits, or
registrations required for the continued provision of the Services. If District terminates this
Agreement for cause, Consultant will be liable to District for any excess costs that District incurs
for completion of the Services.

S. District Request to Temporarily Suspend Services. District may, at any time
and for any reason, direct Consultant in writing to temporarily suspend performance of the
Services. Consultant will not resume performance of the Services until receiving written
permission from District to resume the Services.

6. Confidential Information. Consultant understands and agrees that, in the
performance of Services, Consultant may have access to private or confidential information or
privileged communications that may be owned or controlled by District, and that the disclosure
of such information or communications may be damaging to District (“Confidential
Information”). Consultant will not, during or after the Term, disclose to any third party any
Confidential Information without the prior written consent of District. If District gives
Consultant written authorization to make any such disclosure, Consultant will do so only within
the limits of that authorization. Such authorization does not guarantee that District will grant any
further disclosure of Confidential Information.

7. Performance by Key Employee. Consultant represents to District that Jodi
Steneck will be the person primarily responsible for performance of the Services and all
communications related to the Services. District enters into this Agreement in reliance on that
representation by Consultant.

8. Facilities and Equipment. Consultant will, at its sole cost and expense, provide
all facilities, documents, materials, and equipment that may be required to perform the Services.
District shall pay Consultant for reimbursable expenses specified in the rate schedule in Exhibit
A that are incurred related to Consultant’s performance of the Services. Such reimbursable costs
shall be invoiced and billed to District on a monthly basis.

Professional Services Agreement
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9. Property of District. The following will be considered the property of District
and will be available to District at District’s request:

(a) Documents. All reports, drawings, graphics, computer materials, and
working papers produced in connection with the Services (“Documents”). Nothing herein will be
interpreted as prohibiting or limiting District’s right to assign all or some of District’s interest in
the Documents.

(b) Products and Data. All products and data produced and collected by
Consultant electronically and in paper form in connection with the Services including, but not
limited to, drawings, plans, specifications, models, flow diagrams, visual aids, calculations,
studies, and other materials ("Products and Data"). Nothing herein will be interpreted as
prohibiting or limiting District’s right to assign all or some of District’s interest in the Products
and Data.

Q) Delivery to District. Consultant agrees, at its expense and in a timely
manner, to deliver to District all Documents and all Products and Data upon termination of this
Agreement.

10.  Duties of District. In order to permit Consultant to render the Services, District
will, at its own expense and in a timely manner:

(a) Provide such information, materials, and documents in District’s
possession that Consultant may reasonably require to perform the Services; and

(b) Promptly review any and all documents and materials submitted to District
by Consultant in order to avoid unreasonable delays in Consultant’s performance of the Services;
and

(c) Promptly notify Consultant of any fault or defect in the performance of the
Services hereunder.

11.  Inspections by District. Consultant will provide District every reasonable
opportunity to determine that the Services are being competently performed in accordance with
this Agreement. All work done and materials furnished, if any, will be subject to review,
inspection and approval by District.

12. Progress Reports. Upon District’s request, Consultant will provide, in a form
acceptable to District, written progress reports of all work, oral and written observations,
opinions, recommendations, analyses, progress, and conclusions related to Consultant’s
performance of the Services.

13. Consultant’s Books and Records.

(a) District will have access at all reasonable times to all reports, records,
files, contract documents, personnel, and other records and documents necessary to audit and

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verify the charges to District under this Agreement.

(b) Consultant will maintain any and all ledgers, books of accounts, invoices,
and other records or documents evidencing or relating to the charges to District under this
Agreement for a minimum period of three (3) years, from the date of final payment to Consultant
pursuant to this Agreement.

(c) Any Documents, Products and Data, or such other records or documents
produced in connection with the Services will be made available for review or inspection by
District, upon written request by the District Manager or his or her designee.

14.  Subcontractors. Consultant will directly perform the Services and will not
directly subcontract any portion of the Services without the prior written consent of District.
Any such subcontractor will be required to comply with the terms and conditions of this
Agreement.

15.  Representations of Consultant. District relies upon the following
representations by Consultant in entering into this Agreement:

(a) Qualifications. Consultant represents that it is qualified to perform the
Services and that it possesses the necessary licenses, permits, and registrations required to
perform the Services, or will obtain such licenses or permits prior to the time such licenses or
permits are required. Consultant represents and warrants to District that Consultant will, at
Consultant’s sole cost and expense, obtain or keep in effect at all times during the Term any
licenses, permits, and registrations that are legally required for Consultant to practice
Consultant's profession during the time the Services are rendered.

(b) Consultant Performance. Consultant represents and warrants that all
Services under this Agreement will be performed in a professional manner and in accordance
with generally accepted standards, customs, practices, and procedures for the Services.
Consultant will adhere to accepted professional standards as set forth by relevant professional
associations. All work or products completed by Consultant will be completed using the best
practices available for the profession and will be free from any defects. Consultant agrees that, if
a Service is not so performed, in addition to all of its obligations under this Agreement and under
law, Consultant will re-perform or replace the unsatisfactory Service at no additional expense to
District.

16. Compliance with Laws and Standards. Consultant will comply with all
applicable federal, state, and local laws, ordinances, regulations and permits, including but not
limited to federal, state, and county safety and health regulations. Consultant will comply with
all ordinances, laws, orders, rules, and regulations, including any administrative policies and
guidelines of District pertaining to the Services.

17.  Independent Contractor. Consultant will employ, at its own expense, all
personnel reasonably necessary to perform the Services. All acts of Consultant, its agents,
officers, employees, and all others acting on behalf of Consultant (“Consultant’s Agents”)

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relating to this Agreement will be performed as independent contractors. Consultant and
Consultant’s Agents will represent and conduct themselves as independent contractors and not as
employees of District. Consultant will have no authority to bind District to any obligation or
incur any obligation on behalf of District whatsoever, except as District may specify in writing.
Consultant will have no authority to act on behalf of District in any capaDistrict whatsoever as
an agent, except as District may specify in writing.

18.  Administration. The District Manager, or his or her designee, is responsible for
the interpretation and administration of the provisions of this Agreement. Should a disagreement
arise between the Parties with respect to the District Manager’s interpretation or administration
of any provision of this Agreement, such decision shall first be appealed to the District Council
within fifteen (15) days of the District Manager's decision, prior to initiation of legal proceedings
to address said disagreement.

19. Indemnification. Consultant hereby agrees to indemnify and hold harmless
District and District’s Agents against all liability, obligations, claims, loss, and expenses (a)
caused or created by Consultant or Consultant’s Agents related to acts or omissions of Consultant
in connection with the Services, or (b) arising out of injuries suffered or allegedly suffered by
employees of Consultant or its subcontractors (i) in the course of their employment, (ii) in the
performance of work hereunder, or (iii) upon premises owned or controlled by District.
Consultant’s obligation to defend, indemnify and hold harmless District and District’s Agents
shall not be affected by any requirement under this Agreement for Consultant to procure and
maintain insurance policies in connection with the Services.

20.  Consequential Damages.  Notwithstanding any other provision of this
Agreement, in no event will District be liable, regardless of whether any claim is based on
contract or tort, for any special, consequential, indirect or incidental damages, including, but not
limited to, lost profits or revenue, arising out of or in connection with this Agreement or the
Services.

21.  Notices. Any and all notices or other communications related to this Agreement
shall be in writing and shall be deemed received when: (a) personally delivered to the Party to
whom they are directed; or (b) the earlier of actual receipt or five (5) days following delivery by
registered or certified U.S. mail (return receipt requested) or courier service. All notices and
communications sent by personal delivery, mail, or courier service shall be accompanied by a
copy sent by email. FEither Party may change its address information by giving ten (10) days
advance written notice of such change to the other Party. Notices and communications will be
addressed to the Parties as follows:
